	Capitalization
	is using capital letters in writing or printing

	Connotation
	Is a component of lexical meaning which shows the speaker`s attitude towards what he speaks about
	"Group" has a neutral connotation, it does not inspire either positive or negative feelings.
"Clique," carries a negative connotation. 
"Club" has a positive connotation. 

	Denotation
	is a component of lexical meaning which showns the correlation between the name and the object of concrete reality  which  is  denotated  by  the  word
	Cat – carnivorous mammal
Group, clique and club - a set of more than one person

	Detachment
	is a stylistic device based on singling out structurally and semantically a secondary member of the sentence with the help of punctuation: dashes, commas or even a full stop.

	is colloquial word which usage is confined to a definite locality

	Epigram
	is a rhetorical device that is a memorable, brief, interesting, and surprising satirical statement

Both whom one fire had burnt, one water drown'd."

	Epiphora
	is a stylistic device in which a word or a phrase is repeated at the ends of successive clauses
	“The United States, as the world knows, will never start a war. We do not want a war. We do not now expect a war.”
John F. Kennedy, “The Strategy for Peace,” June 1963


	Epithet
	is a stylistic device emphasizing some quality of a person, thing, idea or phenomenon
	Sitting by his side, I watched the peaceful dawn.
My careful steps reached the attic.
Her stifled laughter made everybody nervous.


	Euphemism
	is an idiomatic expression, which loses its literal meanings and refers to something else, in order to hide its unpleasantness
	Dearly departed instead of died
Ethnic cleansing instead of genocide
Negative patient outcome instead of died
Collateral damage instead of accidental deaths

	Exclamatory word
	is a word that create a strong emotional response
	What an exceptional child this is!
Awesome, you got the job!

	Expressive means
	are phonetic means, morphological forms, means of word-building, and lexical, phraseological and syntactical forms, all of which function in the language for emotional or logical intensification of the utterance
	Girlie-girl; flapper, maiden - young girl, crocodile tears - insincerity

	Foreignism
	is the foreign words which is used for a certain stylistic effect but belongs to another language.
	udarnik, kolkhoz, solo, tenor, blitzkrig, luftwaffe

	Framing repetition
	is a type of repetition when it is arranged in the form of a frame, namely, the initial parts of a syntactical unit, in most cases of a paragraph, are repeated at the end of it

	Graphon
	is a intentional violation of spelling of the word or a word
combination used to reflect its authentic pronunciation.

	Historism
	When the causes of the word’s disappearance are extralinguistic, e.g. when the thing is no longer used, its name becomes a historism.

	Italics
	Italics is a style of typeface in which letters slant to the right( This sentence is
printed in italics.

	Jargon
	 is a word of colloquial language used by members of a particular more or less stable professional, social or age group
	man and wife – knife (rhyming slang); manany ( naval jargon)– a sailor
who is always putting of a job till tomorrow, from Spanish manana-tomorrow; soap and flannel (naval jargon)– bread and cheese.

	is a stylistic device of producing two or more syntactic structures according to the same syntactic pattern
	Mary cooked dinner, John watched TV, Pete played tennis.
Married men have wives, and don't seem to want them. Single fellows have no wives, and do itch to obtain them.

	Periphrasis 
	Is a variety of metonymy is the replacement of a direct name of a thing or phenomenon by the description of some quality of this thing or phenomenon.
	Sonnet 74 (By William Shakespeare)

	Personification
	is a figure of speech in which a thing – an idea or an animal – is given human attributes
	My alarm clock yells at me to get out of bed every morning

	Phraseological inversion
	a complex word-equivalent in which the globality of nomination reigns supreme over the formal separability of elements. It is reproduced in speech.
	Dark night

	Poetic word
	is a rarely used highly literary word which aims at producing an elevated effect.

	Polysyndeton
	a stylistic device in which several coordinating conjunctions are used in succession in order to achieve an artistic effect

	Professionalism
	is a colloquial word used in a definite trade, profession or by people connected by common work interest

	Prolongation
	The semantic unity is violated by restoring primary meanings of the words in the phraseological unit.

	Proverb
	is a well known phrase or sentence expressing popular wisdom, truth or a moral lesson in an imaginative way	
	Laugh and the world laughs with you, weep and you weep alone.

	is a stylistic device that plays with words that have multiple meanings, or that plays with words that sound similar but mean different things
	John said to Pete at dinner: "Carry on".

	Question-in-the-narrative
	is a type of question which is asked and answered by the same person, usually the author

	Quotation
	is a familiar phrase or statement that comes from literature
	"I find that the harder I work, the more luck I seem to have." (Thomas Jefferson, 1743-1826)
"Never interrupt your enemy when he is making a mistake." (Napoleon Bonaparte, 1769-1821)

	Rhetorical question 
	is a stylistic device in the form of a question that is asked to make a point rather than to elicit an answer.

	is the repetition of identical or similar terminal sound combination of
words.

	Rhythm
	is a flow, movement, procedure, etc. characterized by basically
regular recurrence of elements or features, as beat, or accent, in alternation
with opposite or different elements of features

	is a common colloquial statement made in speech that is considered to be true or wise
	A friend to all is a friend to none.

	Simile
	is a stylistic device that makes a comparison, showing similarities between two different things
	As hard as nails
As hot as hell

	Slang
	is a word of a peripheral specific layer of the colloquial language including on the one hand, special professional vocabulary and specific professional phraseology and jargon and on the other hand, a widely spread emotive colloquial vocaulary

	Style
	is the basic notion of stylistics and it is concerned with
specificity (mode, manner) of expression in speech acts and in
writing.

	Zeugma
	is a stylistic device in which one word (verb or adjective) is used for two or more words (nouns)

	Аnaphora
	is a stylistic device in which words repeat at the beginning of successive clauses, phrases, or sentences.
	"With malice toward none; with charity for all; with firmness in the right…"
Abraham Lincoln

	Аnticlimax
	is a stylistic device consisting consisting in arranging the utterance so that each subsequent component of it decreases significance, importance or emotional tension of narration
	If John's eyes fill with tears, you may have no doubt: he has been eating raw onions.

	Аntithesis
	is a stylistic device consisting in the use of contrasting concepts, words, or sentences within parallel grammatical structures
	"That's one small step for man, one giant leap for mankind." - Neil Armstrong
"We must learn to live together as brothers or perish together as fools." - Martin Luther King, Jr.

	Аntonomasia
	is a variety of metaphor based upon the principle of identification of human beings with things which surround them
	He is a real Romeo
The Snake entered the room (instead of Mary entered the room)

	Аsyndeton
	is a stylistic device used in literature and poetry to intentionally eliminate conjunctions between the phrases, and in the sentence, yet maintain grammatical accuracy.
	An empty stream, a great silence, an impenetrable forest. The air was thick, warm, heavy, sluggish. - Heart of Darkness by Joseph Conrad

	Сhiasmus
	is a stylistic device consisting the reversing of the order of words in the second of two parallel phrases or sentences.
	"His time a moment, and a point his space." - Alexander Pope, "An Essay on Man"
"By day the frolic, and the dance by night." - Samuel Johnson, "The Vanity of Human Wishes"

	Сlimax
	is a stylistic device consisting in  arranging the utterance so that each subsequent component of it increases significance, importance or emotional tension of narration
	I am sorry. I am so very sorry. I am so extremely sorry.
There were hundreds of houses, thousands of stairs, innumerable kitchens.

	Сomparison
	is a rhetorical or literary device in which a writer compares or contrasts two people, places, things, or ideas.
	Her smile was as bright as the sunshine.
